Sustainable energy succeeds in Genoa

Over 7,300 visitors to Energethica in “Fiera di Genova”
The constantly increasing number of visits on Energethica’s official site anticipated the success of the first edition of the fair, but the result surpassed even the most encouraging expectations of the exhibitors, visitors and organizers alike.

The visitors flow grew steadily in the three days of exhibition and the final number arrived at 7,341 visitors. Other figures tell us that from the total of 163 exhibitors, 23 were from foreign countries.

The amount of people that attended the workshops and Congress indicated that there is great interest in the subject. A.R.E. Liguria’s Dr. Fabianelli’s said: “The Congress on actions-to-take in order to increase energy efficiency called “Do more with less”, was attended by more than two hundred participants, and the two workshops, one on “Solar, Eolic and Mini-eolic” and the other on “Biomass, woods maintenance and local energy and heat” were attended by more than one hundred operators each. This shows a deep interest not only on the part of the operators but also of private persons”. And last but not least, the congress on green building, organized by the Liguria Region, was attended by more than two hundred people.

Outside the hall, the visitors could test electrically-powered bicycles and an electric maxi-scooter, whereas inside the hall the atmosphere was made unusually agreeable thanks to the jazz of Albano’s Calcagno Jazz Quartet. According to the exhibitors, the public was well prepared, motivated and ready to evaluate the possibility of making acquisitions.

For SanPaolo Imprese, that introduced the financing project SanPaolo Energy devoted to all companies investing in energy production and/or rationalization of energy consumption, the participation in Energethica 2006, was more than satisfying: ”Our stand was literally assaulted by the visitors and the type and number of contacts with operators of the sector was by large superior to our best expectations”, commented Eng. Carlo Buonfratte.

Electrogreen’s Engineer Corallo said: “The number of visiting people during the three days of the exhibition confirms the interest in renewable energy and energy efficiency. Particularly, we have noted a consistent flow of small, private operators that start handling the question, like private people or professionals interested in investing in energy initiatives”.

According to Alpi Fondi’s Dr. Pozzati: “The experience was more than positive on all levels, starting from the number of visitors that was largely superior to even the most optimistic expectations”.

RGM, on the other side, said that “70% of their stand’s visitors were from Liguria and the rest from other regions such as Piedmont, Trentino Alto Adige and Sicily. We noted a special interest on the part of the organic farms’ owners -goes on Dr. Guerra- who would like to add the certification of clean energy to that of organic”.

“After three days of exhibition -says Eng. Luca Marigo from the Engineering Faculty of the Genoa Studies University- the balance is more than positive: The number of participants exceeded the initial prospects and the interest expressed by the visitors was totally inherent to the activities presented, especially in biomass and biofuels at the TPG’s booth and hybrid systems at the booth of the University Technology Centre Rolls-Royce Fuel Cell Systems).”
The satisfaction was equally shared by Fiera di Genova Spa: “We are proud -commented President Franco Gattorno- to have contributed to this event that has proved to diffuse easily, which is essential in order to bridge the gap regarding the development of sustainable and renewable energy in our country.

“The success of the project is the result of the enthusiasm aroused, by the topic itself and the original idea, in all our partners, to which we are sincerely grateful. In the future, we will continue with our strategy based on active co-operation with them in order to furtherly develop the individual areas of the Energethica project, which is not only an exhibition –remarks Dr. Edgar Mäder, Managing Director of Emtrad srl- but a chain of events destined to satisfy the demands of this kind of products in the North-Western part of Italy.

Judging from the completeness of the products on display, that extended from financial services to the setting of energy production systems, and the enthusiasm of all the parts involved, including the ministerial and regional authorities, the future seems more energetic than ever to face the new appointment set for Spring 2007
